· Demonstrated financial need as evidenced by a total household family net income of $100,000 or less

· The ability to communicate a positive attitude and sincere motivation

· Evidence of acceptance to a college and/or university for the ’12-‘13 academic year

All applications must be turned into your guidance office by March 23rd and delivered to the address below by March 31st.  Incomplete applications will not be considered. Three finalists will be selected for interviews. Awards will be made in May or June.
A complete application will include the attached general information and following materials:

· A certified transcript from your high school guidance department giving evidence of a 3.0 gpa

· Recommendations from 2 teachers and 1 other adult who can attest to your character

· Copy of Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) form

· An essay (up to 300 words) speaking to your experience of Service Above Self and your aspirations for the future
